The scope of this designation includes the award and administrationBdgteContract and
delegation of authority for the award and administration of ther®@eset forth in Section G.2.

Theauthoriy of theProaring Contracting Officer (PCO), tiedministrative Contracting Officer
(ACO) and he Ordering Contracting @der (OCO)aredefinedin Section G.3.

B.3 ECONOMY ACT

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SECTION C
STATEMENT OF WORK

C.1 BACKGROUND

The Basic Contract will provide Federal government agencies with integrated Information
Technology (IT) solutions for evolving needs a global basis. Integrated IT solutions are
comprised of some or all components described below in Section C.3, and may be tailored to
meet agenciesd mission needs. Wor k may be
located throughout the wak] as specified in each Order, to provide a variety of IT solutions and
support services, including new and emerging technologies that will evolve over the life of the
Basic Contract.

C.2 SCOPE

The scope of the Basic Contract includes any and all coemts of an integrated IT solution,
including all current and any new technologies which may emerge during the life cycle of the
Basic Contract. In addition, the scope of the Basic Contract includes information technology
systems and services in suppdriNational Security Systems, as defined in FAR 39.002. The

Basis Contract provides IT Solutions through performance of a broad range of services which
may include the integration of various technologies critical to the services being acquired. As the
definition of IT changes over the lifecycle of the Basic Contract, the scope of the Basic Contract
will be considered to coincide with the current definition at any given time.

C.2.1 Definition of Information Technology
Per Section C.1, definitions of Infoation Technology are provided as follows:
C.2.1.1 Clinger-Cohen Act

(a) The term 'information technology’, with respect to an executive agency means any equipment
or interconnected system or subsystem of equipment, that is used in the automaiiwacquis
storage, manipulation, management, movement, control, display, switching, interchange,
transmission, or reception of data or information by the executive agesrcgurposes of the
preceding sentence, equipment is used by an executive agencgdgbithement is used by the
executive agency directly or is used by a contractor under a contract with the executive agency
which (i) requires the use of such equipment, or (ii) requires the use, to a significant extent, of
such equipment in the performarafea service or the furnishing of a product.

(b) The term ‘information technology' includes computers, ancillary equipment, software,
firmware and similar procedures, services (including support services), and related resources.

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(c) Notwithstanding sytaragraphs (A) and (B), the term ‘information technology' does not
include any equipment that is acquired by a Federal contractor incidental to a Federal contract.

imaging peripherals, inpubutput, and storage devices necessary for security and surveillance),
peripheral equipment designed to be controlled by the central processing unit of a computer,
software, firmware and similar procedures, services (including support services), and related
resources.

(c) The term Ainformation techmol)lsarquibedldyoe s no
a contractor incidental to a contract; or (ii) Contains imbedded information technology that is

used as an integral part of the product, but thecgpal function of which is not the acquisition,

storage, analysis, evaluation, manipulation, management, movement, control, display, switching,
interchange, transmission, or reception of data or information. For example, HVAC (heating,
ventilation, and aiconditioning) equipment, such as thermostats or temperature control devices,

and medical equipment where information technology is integral to its operation, are not

information technology.

C.3 COMPONENTS OF AN IT SOLUTION

The Contractor shall providafrastructure and related services, Applications and related
services, and I T Management Services to suppo

In order to provide a common framework for defining and understanding the components of an
IT solution, this section will refer to terminology included in the Federal Enterprise Architecture
(FEA) and Department of Defense Enterprise Architecture (DoDEA). More detailed information
about FEA and DoDEA may be found in Section J, Attachmeds&ge othis terminology or
structure is not required within individual Orders placed on this contract.
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The Contractor shall promote IT solutions that support Federal goveroperational

requirements for standardized technology and application service centporT his shall

facilitate integration requirements for broad Federal IT ai@&bl initiatives, as well as promote

the sharing, coaseol plabuennpeasdpiineesses and
government. The Contractor shall promoteuke of open source solutions agen technology
developmentwhere practicable to enable thisuge.

Within each section below, an overview of the contract solution and service offerings is
provided, followed by examples of work to be performed relatv@rder requirements.

Examples are noheant to be alinclusive, but rather general indications of the types of products
or services within a given category. Other products and services not listed as examples which
adhere to the definition for each sen are also within scope. For more detailed on information
about the particular components of the FEA/DoDEA reference models listed below, see Section
J, Attachment 5.

C.3.1 Infrastructure

Infrastructure serves as the foundation and building blocks aftegrated IT solution. It is the
hardware which supports Application Services (C.3.2) and IT Management Services (C.3.3); the
software and services which enable that hardware to function; and the hardware, software, and
services which allow for secutemmunication and interoperability between all business and
application service components.

Infrastructure services facilitate the development and maintenance of critical IT infrastructures
required to support Federal government business operatiorssertion includes the technical
framework components that make up integrated IT solutions. One or any combination of these
components may be used to deliver IT solutions intended to perform a wide array of functions
which allow agencies to deliver serggto their customers (or users), whether internal or
external, in an efficient and effective manner.

Infrastructure includes hardware, software, licensing, technical support, and warranty services
from third party sources, as well as technological skiment and enhancements for that
hardware and software.

This section is aligned with the FEA/DoDEA Technical Reference Model (TRM) which
describes these components using a vocabulary that is common throughout the entire Federal
government. A detailed restv of the TRM is provided in Section J, Attachment 5.

Infrastructure includes complete life cycle support for all hardware, software, and services
represented above, including planning, analysis, research and development, design, development,
integrationand testing, implementation, operations and maintenance, information assurance, and
final disposition of these components. The services also include administration and help desk
functions necessary to support the IT infrastructure (e.g., desktop sunghadrk

administration).

Infrastructure components of an integrated IT solution can be categorized as follows:
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C.3.1.1 Service Access and Delivery

These components are responsible for facilitating the@edd collection and distribution of
data hat is either entered or requested by a user. These components include all functions
necessary to communicate in a clisetver environment. Examples of these components
include, but are not limited to, web browsevgtual Private Network (VPN), Remote
Authentication Dialln User Service (RADIUS), Pe¢o-peer, Section 508 compliance,
HyperText Transfer Protocol (HTTP), File Transfer Protocol (FTP), Simple Mail Transfer
Protocol (SMTP).

C.3.1.2 Service Platform and Infrastructure

These components inae all functions necessary for processing and storing data. These
components provide and manage the resources available for Application Services (C.3.2).
Examples of these components include, but are not limited to, desktops, laptops, servers,
mainframesrouters, switches, printerdsynchronous Transfer Mode (ATM), T1, Digital
Subscriber Line (DSL)Ethernet, Windows/UNIX, Java/.NET; web server/portal; database, data
storage, data warehousgftware development tookesting, modeling, versioning,

configuration management.

C.3.1.3 Component Framework

These components consist of the design of application or system software that incorporates
interfaces for interacting with other programs and for future flexibility and expandability. These
components efine higher level logical functions to provide services in a way that is useful and
meaningful to users and other Application Services (C.3.2). Examples of these components
include, but are not limited to, digital certificates, biometrmssiness logicJavaScript, Visual
Basic;data interchange Simple Object Access Protocol (SOAP), Resource Description
Framework (RDF)data managemen$tructured Query Language (SQL), Open DataBase
Connectivity (ODBC), and OnLine Analytical Processing (OLAP).

C.3.1.4 Service Interface and Integration

These components define the discovery, interaction and communication technologies joining
disparate systems and information providers. Application Services (C.3.2) leverage and
incorporate these components to provigterioperability and scalability. Examples of these
components include, but are not limited tdessagingOriented Middleware (MOM), Object
Request Broker (ORB), Enterprise Application Integration (EAI), EXtensible Markup Language
(XML), Electronic Data Iterchange (EDI), Web Services Description Language (WSDL),
Universal Description, Discovery and Integration (UDDI).
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C.3.2 Application Services

Application Services provide support for all applications and collaborative service capabilities.

These services include support for developing and implementing enterprise and departmental

not yet served by the FEA model.

Each particular area includes, but is not limited to, support for the
described functions.
